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Conditions of entry: 

Eligibility:

Submissions must take their inspiration from the life and work of William Morris. 

All London based artists and craftsmen are eligible and there are no age restrictions. We will consider and encourage works in any media and from any discipline. 

There are no specific dimension limits but please bear in mind that only a limited number of pieces over a metre in any direction can be displayed. 

The work must be the sole and original work of the entrant, produced within the last three years and not previously exhibited. 

Submission:

The deadline for submissions is 1st July 2010. 

Entrants may submit up to three works.

To enter please send the following to Anna Mason at the William Morris Gallery, Lloyd Park, Forest Road, Walthamstow, E17 4PP:

1. A digital image of your artwork (up to 3 images allowed per entry) on a CD (JPEG or TIFF, max 4MB per image). The CD should be clearly marked with your name and address. 

2. A completed entry form.

3. An up-to-date CV.

4. A self-addressed envelope. 

5. A non-refundable administration fee of £15 (cheques can be made payable to LONDON BOROUGH OF WALTHAM FOREST)

Selection:

All applicants will be notified whether or not their works/s have been accepted by the 28th August 2010.

The judges’ decision will be final and binding. No correspondence will be entered into.

Selected works must be delivered to the Gallery by the 28th September 2010 and be available for exhibition until 1st January 2011. 

Framing and/or mounting of works, if required for exhibition, is the responsibility of the artist and must be carried out prior to delivery. 

The responsibility for damage or loss, however caused, is the responsibility of the artist, who is therefore advised to arrange adequate insurance against risk. 

Notices will be issued advising dates on which work must be collected at the end of the exhibition. A storage fee of £2 per day (per item) will apply after this time. 

Prizes:

The overall winner will be awarded a solo show at the William Morris Gallery lasting up to two months (dates to be confirmed in consultation with the artist). 

Sale of Works:

Works selected for exhibition may be for sale. A commission of 25% + VAT on sales as a result of the exhibition will be levied. Artists must make sure that the sale price they supply includes commission and VAT. VAT registered artists must include VAT number on the entry form. 

Photography and copyright:

The artist must own the copyright of any works entered and, if selected for exhibition, allow images to be used for any publicity relating to the show. Copyright of all works remain the property of the artist. Any enquiries for copyright will be referred to the artist.
